Dates and Location:
NEW THIS SUMMER: Amesbury’s Teen Program will meet at the Amesbury Town Park (Drop off at parking lot with bleachers next to baseball field, Highland ave, across from High School side) on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday from 9:00 – 3:00. No participant will be released early unless requested in writing by parent.
Field Trip Information:

A) This program will run rain or shine, please dress appropriately on field trip days. We reserve the right to change the field trip if necessary due to weather. 
B) Field trip permission slips are included in this packet. Please only check off the trips that you are registered for. We have also enclosed the Teen calendar so you may have your own copy of the trips and theme days.
C) Please notify us to withdraw your permission slip one week ahead of time if your child will not be attending. 
D) All participants must arrive by 9:15am on the day of the field trip unless otherwise noted by the supervisor. Late arrivals will not be able to attend that day and will not be refunded.
E) On field trip days, your child will be placed in random groups for roll call.  Depending on the trip, your child may be allowed to walk around with friends and report back to staff at check- in times. If your child is more than 10 minutes late for this meeting time, he/she will forfeit a field trip.  If you would like your child to be with an instructor during the field trip, please notify the Supervisor or Youth Office.
F) A couple of trips they will get back a little earlier. Please let us know if they have permission to leave earlier.
Sign-Out:

Your child must have written permission to sign him/herself out at the end of the day and bike/walk home.  If your child has permission to do this all summer, please check this off on the bottom of the summer program rules page. If it changes, you will need to write a note each day and submit it to program staff.
Behavior Policy:

For the safety of all participants and staff, inappropriate behavior may result in disciplinary action.
1st Offense- Verbal warning

2nd Offense- Phone call or written warning to parents.

3rd Offense- Asked to leave the program (no refunds) 
We do not tolerate any disrespect, teasing, poor sportsmanship or physical contact of any kind. In order to make this an enjoyable and safe experience for all, inappropriate behavior at the program, on a bus or on field trips may result in a forfeit of a field trip. Children that earn 3 behavior “strikes” in the course of a week, will not attend the trip and may be asked to leave the program.
- Any physical violence, bullying, threatening physical harm, destruction of property, and/or stealing, will result in automatic termination from the program and may incur legal consequences. A child may be terminated or suspended from the program if it is determined that the program is not appropriate for the child and his/her individual needs or if a child endangers him/herself, another child or staff person.
- No weapons of any kind (sling shots, jack knives, play guns, water pistols etc) will be allowed at the program. We advise that children do not bring anything valuable to the program. We are not responsible for lost or stolen items. Please note that the use of cell phones will not be allowed during the program and will be taken away if necessary.
- Refunds will not be available for behavioral termination. By signing your teen’s program rules sheet, you have agreed to all of the above. The Teen program staff will review this with your child on the first day of the program. It is your responsibility to make sure that you have gone over this with your child.

Health Information:

Illness and Medical Emergencies: If your child is ill or has a fever, he/she should not attend. If your child is injured or ill during the program we will administer basic first aid. If necessary, the parent /guardian will be contacted to pick up their child; otherwise we will inform the parent/guardian at the time of pick-up. Should your child require medical treatment by a doctor, we will notify you immediately. If you cannot be reached, the emergency contact person identified on your registration form will be contacted. In the event of a serious emergency, 911 will be called immediately, parent or guardian will be contacted immediately. Any expenses incurred will be the responsibility of the parent/guardian. 

If your child has a contagious illness, they may not attend the program. He/She may return after his/her doctor has written a letter indicating that he/she may return. Please let us know if your child has been exposed to any contagious illness, so that we may act in a responsible manner to protect our staff and children in the program. Any contagious illnesses will be reported to Amesbury’s Board of Health.

Medication: There is no nurse on the premises and most staff are trained in first aid and CPR. First aid supplies and ice packs are available. We are not authorized to administer any medication so please plan accordingly. If your child uses an epi-pen you must obtain the epi-pen/allergy form from the supervisor (if you have not received already).  Please provide 2 epi-pens to the program-one should be handed to the Supervisor and one the child will need to keep on his/her person. We recommend using a fanny pack. We will be happy to keep one in our first aid area, however your child will be responsible for administering it to him/herself. Our staff is able to assist your child in administering epi-pen medication.

Food Allergies:  Please pack responsibly.  Nut-free alternatives help keep the Park  and Teen Programs safe for all participants.  Any food allergy will be handled by staff and supervisor.  You will be notified immediately by phone of any allergic events.

Protection from the Sun: Please make sure that your child arrives with sunscreen on with SPF 15 or greater and lip balm. On very hot days, we will break every 15 mintes for water.  Water bottles will travel with participants for safety. Shaded areas/activities are available.

Program Cell:

The program cell phone is not available for participants to make phone calls.
